A brief 2-3 page concept should be submitted. This short 2-3 page concept may include the following sections, and should be submitted in Word, by email attachment.  

The Foundation will support excellence in translational research by facilitating researchers who are collaborators of the Foundation, to access biological material that has been ethically collected and approved for research, under the condition that the primary translational research objectives of a trial are not jeopardized.

Collaborators may submit translational research proposals to the Coordinating Center, asking for the use of biological material collected as part of a study. The Scientific Committee and Steering Committee of a particular study are put in charge of assessing the scientific aspects and the priority of each project, which includes assessment of originality, methodology, priority, feasibility. The biological material is a finite resource and should be used in the best possible way. Therefore, use of Foundation biological material is carefully assessed with respect to the amount of material to be allocated for a certain project.

For approved projects, the principal investigator of the research facility, which will examine the specimens allocated for the project, will have to sign a Material Transfer and Collaboration agreement with the Foundation.
